	1. Warm-up: (5’) Let’s play
Play the game Simon says…
2. Presentation:

a. Activity 1: Look, listen and repeat (10’)

- Asks Ss to look at the picture on page 42, describe it by answering: Who are they in the picture?, Where are they?, What are they doing?
- Plays the recording and asks Ss to listen while reading the dialogue in the book.

- Presents new words and the model sentences: 

+ may: xin phép

+ come in: đi vào

+ go out: đi ra ngoài

+ speak: nói

+ write: viết

+ ask: hỏi

+ question: câu hỏi

+ can: có thể

* May I come in?

Yes, you can./No, you can’t.

- Plays the recording and asks Ss to repeat in chorus. 
- Points to each picture for them to say the words in each bubble.

- Listens and corrects mistakes.

b. Activity 2: Point and say (10’)

- Has Ss look at the pictures and describe the situation.

- Points to Picture a, asks Ss to guess what they should say and fill in the speech bubbles with the correct phrases prompted by Ss. 

- Lets Ss repeat the lines a few times.
- Has Ss work in pairs to practice acting out the dialogue using picture b. Monitors the activity, check the pronunciation (sound, assimilation of sound and intonation) and offers help if necessary.

- Calls on some pairs to role play in the front of class.

- Listens and corrects mistakes.

- Has the whole class repeat all the phrases to reinforce their pronunciation.

c. Activity 3: Let’s talk (10’)

- Asks Ss to look at the pictures and identify the actions.

- Has Ss work in pairs to practice acting out the dialogue using the pictures. Monitors the activity, check the pronunciation (sound, assimilation of sound and intonation) and offers help if necessary.

- Calls on some pairs to role play in the front of class.

- Listens and corrects mistakes.

- Consolidate the lesson.

2. Presentation:

a. Activity 4: Listen and number (10’)

- Asks Ss to look at the pictures on page 43 and describe the situation in each picture.

- Tells Ss that they are going to listen to the recording and numbers each the picture to the appropriate picture.

- Asks Ss to listen to the recording several times and number the pictures.

+ 1st time: Play the recording all the way through for Ss to listen while they are looking the pictures in their books.

+ 2nd time: Plays the recording for Ss to listen and number.

- Has Ss trade their answers in pairs for correction.

- Asks for the answers.
- Has Ss listen and repeat to the recording.
Answers: 1. b ; 2. c ; 3. d ; 4. a
Transcript:

b. Activity 5: Read and match (10’)

- Sets the scene: “you are going to read the dialogue to get the information in order to match each dialogue with an appropriate picture”.
- Asks Ss to look at the dialogue again and do the task. Monitors the activity and offers help when necessary.

- Calls on some Ss to report their answers.

- Has the whole class read each dialogue.

Answers:1. c ; 2. d ; 3. a ; 4. b
c. Activity 6: Let’s write (5’)
- Asks Ss to read the dialogue and guides them how to do the task.

- Sets the scene: “you are going to read and get the information to write the missing words”.

- Lets Ss read silently and complete the dialogues. Then, asks Ss trade their answers within pairs or groups for correction.

- Calls on some Ss to report their answers.

b. Activity 2: Listen and write (10’)

- Asks Ss to look at the sentences on page 44 and tells Ss that they are going to listen to the recording and write the appropriate words into each blank.

- Asks Ss to listen to the recording twice and write the words.

- Has Ss trade their answers in pairs for correction.

- Calls on some Ss to report their answers.

- Has the whole class listen and repeat each of the sentences to reinforce their pronunciation.

c. Activity 3: Let’s sing (10’)
Come in and Sit down
- Asks Ss look at the picture and the song in the book.

- Calls on some Ss to stand up and sing and clap to the song.
