	* Warm up.

 - Has Ss stand up, point to some friends and ask question: Are they your friends?”.Others answer.

- Has Ss write on board above pattern.

 -Gives comments and compliments on Ss who do well.
1. Listen and repeat.

-Uses the sub board to present the sounds 

/ a/ , /e/

-Explains how to make the sound. 

-Play the CD and has Ss listen and repeat

 the sounds ( 3 times)

-Has Ss listen and repeat line by line in the whole class.

-Has Ss work in pair.T goes around and helps Ss who have difficulty

-Selects some representatives to read aloud in front of the class.

2. Listen and write.

-Has Ss look at the open sentences in part 2 and discuss to guess the words needed to fill in the gaps. 

-Tells the Ss that they are going to do a dictation by listening to the CD and fill in the gaps with the words listened.

-Sets the time for Ss to read the sentences before starting the dictation

-Plays the CD player and has Ss do the task.

-Has Ss swap their books to check their answers before checking in front of the class.

-Plays the CD player again and has Ss check up their answers.

-Gives answer keys: 1.that;  2. Yes.
-Has some Ss read aloud their completion. 

3. Let’s chant

-Tells the Ss that they are going to say the  chant : “Who’s that?”

-Uses sub board  to help Ss notice the sentences: 

-Has Ss scan the chant and check their comprehension.

-Shows the Ss how to chant, doing the action

-Plays the CD  and has Ss listen to the chant.

-Plays the CD again. T claps the syllables.

-Replay the CD and has Ss clap the syllables.

-Divides the class into two groups and practice the chant.

-Has Ss practice reciting the chant in groups of four. Tgoes around and offer the help 

-Selects some groups to give demonstrations in front of the class. The rest of the class clap the syllables.

-Has Ss repeat the chant and clap the syllables to reinforce their pronunciation.

- Play the recording 2 times pupils to listen and tick the boxes. Check their guess. Compare the answer with the partner.


- Play the recording again pupils check their answers. T give the answer:

- Ask some questions to ensure pupils’ comprehension of the listening text.

 2. Listen and number

- Have pupils look at pictures a, b, c and d on page of the Student Book. Elicit the identification of the characters in the pictures and the characters’ words. Tell pupils that they are going to listen to the recording and match the information they hear to the pictures. They should number the boxes. Guess the answer

- Play the recording 2 times pupils to listen and number the boxes. Check their guess. Compare the answer with the partner.


- Play the recording again pupils check their answers. T give the answer:

- Have the whole class repeat all the phrases in chorus to reinforce their pronunciation.
